Facts on Interstate Centre
Acreage in Original Interstate Centre Phase I: Total-279 acres, Sold/Leased/Under Contract-205 acres, Available- 74 acres including one large site of 33.90 acres.  All except 10 acres is pad ready but that Lot 8 is sheared and windrowed. 
Water:

500,000 gal elevated water storage tank – 950 Oracal Pkwy
70 psi static water pressure

3400 gpm flow w/residual pressure of 20 psi

12” water line along Oracal Parkway in front of the property

Sewer/WWTF:

40,000 gallon per day wastewater treatment facility 
8” gravity sewer line runs on north side of Oracal Pkwy ending at NW corner of Lot 7.
Lift Stations – One located across from Oneida

Natural Gas:

Georgia Power substation is situated at the back of the park and is served by a 115 KB transmission line.   GA Power provides service to the back part of the park..
Number of Jobs Currently or Imminently in Park: 479 Plus Construction Labor.

Tenants:

Oracal – German Manufacturer of Adhesive Film Used in Advertising, located in 
park in Nov 2006 in a 250,000 SF manufacturing facility on lot 6 with a $42 Million investment.  In 2007, they moved their USA corporate headquarters from Jax, Florida to our park. They have recently completed an expansion of this facility by another 90,000 SF. In addition, they currently lease Lot 5 B for possible future expansion.  They presently have approximately 159 employees. 

Oneida – Oneida moved its’ east coast distribution center for dinner & tableware to the park and became operational in Apr 2007 on Lot 5A with a 500,000 SF facility and $11 Million investment.  It presently runs 3 shifts and employs approximately 150 employees.

DKW Logistics – This is a distribution center for Kawasaki and other brands of recreational equipment. They started operation in Mar 07 and occupy a 80,000 SF building on Lot 9B and have discussed a 40,000 SF expansion.  They employ approximately 10 employees which will increase if they expand.

DICON Technologies – Dicon is a research/development and manufacturing company making sponge products for cosmetic/medical and other uses. They have relocated their China manufacturing operation to the Interstate Centre in a 30,000 SF facility.  They started operations in late Dec and currently have 55 employees. 


Daniel Defense – This tenant has constructed a 30, 000 SF facility on Lot 1B with future expansion plans which will house several businesses. The main business is manufacturing of military weapon components and commercial rifles which started construction in May 2009. The other businesses will consist of Daniel Overhead Doors, M.C. Daniel Construction and Defense Products.  They currently have approximately 70 employees.

Blue Bell Creameries – Blue Bell has completed construction of a 3000 SF Transfer Station and started operated in Oct 2009. They employ approximately 6-10 employees.


Reese & Company – This developer has plans to construct a 70,000 square foot spec building suitable for distribution on Lot 9A.


LaFarge North America – LaFarge is a ready mix concrete plant located at the back of the plant with proximity to new construction in the park.  They employ approximately 5 employees.

Interstate Centre II
In 2006, we entered into a partnership arrangement with Technology Park Atlanta (TPA Realty Services) to develop 505 acres directly across Highway 280 from the original Interstate Centre.  This development is named Interstate Centre II.  Road, water, & sewer Infrastructure has been installed for Phase I of the development and TPA has constructed a 605K SF cross docking facility. They are presently looking for a tenant for this facility. There is adequate space for a 1 Million SF facility and several other smaller structures also in this IC II development 
Interstate Centre III
In 2007, we purchased an additional 297 acres at the back of the original Interstate Centre.  That property has been cleared and is shovel.  The tract is capable of handling at least a 1 million SF facility along with many smaller ones.  An extension of Oracal Parkway is being planned across the tract to access Old Cuyler Road which connects with US Highway 80, a common route to Ga Ports Authority.  Utilities are at the edge of the property.  
Rail service is available via an extension from the Georgia Central line approximately 2 miles away and plans are being made for that extension
